ANNEX 1 
Summary of changes to the 2005-06 
Annual Performance and Statistical Return (APSR) 
1 Collection of data for the key performance indicators 
 The main change made to the return this year is the introduction of data collection at  local authority level for three of the key performance indicators: 

• Voids – re-let information; 

• Voids – rent loss; and 

• Arrears – current tenant rent arrears; tenants owing more than 13 weeks net rent; and also all rent arrears as a percentage of the gross rental income. 

The collection of data at this level will aid detailed sector analysis, assist with  development of policy and local housing strategies. 

The particular sections of the Housing Management part of the return (part D) affected are: 

Section 2: Access and Allocations 
• Questions 2 (C) and (D) re-let time bands 
 Not only is this information being collected at local authority level, but the questions have been restructured to collect the data in accordance with the new void management PI which came into effect on 1st April 2005.  Details of the void management PI was issued to all RSLs in February 2005 further information can be found on our website at:

• Question 2 (F) Low demand properties 
 This question has been extended to collect contextual information to support the new void management PI. 

Section 4: Rental Income

 These questions have been restructured to allow for data collection at local authority area. 
2 Part H: Future Plans 
 This part of the return has been removed as information will be collected through the five year financial projections for the majority of organisations.  
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3 Other changes to the return 
 A small number of other changes have been made to the return for this year: 

 Part D: Housing Management:  
 Section 2 lettings 
• Question 2 (A) and (B) new lets 
 To give a full picture of letting activities within an organisation and, to tie in  with the new void management indicator, this question has been slightly restructured and will now be collected at local authority level. 

Section 3 Access and allocations 
• Question 3 (C) and (D) 
outcome of homeless referrals and the type of tenancy granted. This data is now being collected at local authority level to aid more detailed analysis and to assist with policy development in this area. 
Part I: Contextual Statistical Information 
Section 1 self contained dwelling units 
• Question 1 (J) antisocial behaviour 
This data is also being collected at local authority level for similar reasons given for homeless referrals. 
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
